Actions at the originating UE
The UE shall follow the procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [X] for session initiation and termination.
The originating UE shall insert an indication in the originating request to indicate which CRS service that the originating UE wants to play to the terminating UE.

How to insert the indication is FFS.

If the terminating UE supports the early session mechanism then the UE shall make use of the procedures as specified in RFC 3959 [Y].
Editor’s Note:
It is FFS whether a CRS indicator needs to be provided to the terminating UE, if CRS specifici procedures are required by the terminating UE.
