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1. Introduction
The reliable transport mechanism of NAS can be used to transport messages of any protocol that require reliable, in-order delivery with duplicate detection. Both LPP and location services use this mechanism to exchange messages between UE and the network. Thus, it is proposed to introduce a message container type IE in the message to carry the identity of the protocol to which the contained message belongs. The recipient can use this IE to deliver the message to the correct application.
2. Reason for Change
Without this mechanism, the recipient will not have any clue about the intended destination application of the received message encapsulated in the reliable message container.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.171 v0.0.0

Discrimination of LPP message from LCS messages

The downlink reliable transport message and the uplink reliable transport message include a reliable message container type IE which specifies the protocol of the messages encapsulated in the reliable message container IE. For example, the reliable message container type IE shall be set to '00000000' (positioning message container) when LPP messages are transferred.
