UE support of DTMF
In addition to indicating support of the telephone-event media subtype in the SDP offer, as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4], the UE shall indicate support the SIP INFO mechanism for DTMF transport as defined in draft-ietf-sip-info-events [xx]. 
For telephone-event based DTMF transport, the DTMF digits are sent to the AS via an MRF.
The AS will indicate to the UE which DTMF transport mechanism to use for CAT control.
