SC UE

When registering to the IM CN subsystem and if the SC UE has a human readable UE name, then the SC UE shall populate the display-name of the Contact header field included in the SIP REGISTER request with human readable UE name.
NOTE 1:
The human readable UE name is supposed to be pre-set by the user.
NOTE 2:
Subscribers of the reg event package will discover the human readable UE name of other UEs in the <display-name> element of the <contact> elements of the reg event package included in SIP NOTIFY request.
