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1. Overall Description:

CT1 is currently discussing how the back off timer for Service Specific Access Control (SSAC) of MMTEL voice and/or MMTEL video (how long UE have to wait to initiate call) shall be implemented.
At the moment, there are following two alternatives:
Alt1) UE has one constant value (which shall be standardized in 3GPP) for the back off timer and its value would be in range of minutes (e.g. 1 or 2 minutes).Alt2) Serving network provides mean timer value via System information broadcast
Some companies preferred Alt2 because it will provide flexibility when SSAC is applied in real operation, because it reuses the principle of existing access class barring, and will provide a “future proof” solution compared with Alt1. However one company preferred Alt1 because it is a simple solution and sufficient enough to fulfil SA1 requirement. 
Since CT1 could not reach consensus during CT1#62, CT1 would like to ask RAN2 which option is preferable based upon RAN2 experience with existing access class barring. CT1 is not requesting to transfer responsibility for the specification of SSAC barring to RAN2.
