SA1 answer: The following high level requirement related to services interactions in IMS has been specified in TS 22.228, clause 5, since Rel-7. Therefore, SA1 considers that no further stage 1 work is necessary to support the work proposed by CT1.
"
Within each IP multimedia session, one or more IP multimedia applications shall be supported. It shall be possible to support multiple IP multimedia applications to efficiently provide a coherent and consistent IP multimedia service experience.  Such support involves identifying which applications are invoked per subscriber, understanding the appropriate order of the set of applications, and resolving application interactions during the session."
2) CT1 also kindly asks SA1 which other work CT1 is expected to do on the service interactions issue, as it would like a complete understanding of the supported package of work.

From an SA1 perspective, no work is expected from CT1 besides the satisfaction of the above-mentioned requirement.
