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1. Overall Description:

At RAN2#68, RAN2 discussed the relationship between transaction identifier and session identifier at the LPP layer.  
Currently RAN2 has not identified a strong reason for LPP layer to be aware of the Location Session instigated by the MME by LCSAP Location Request.

RAN2 foresees that some identity is present on transport layer (NAS & SLs) for routing in the MME. RAN2 also thinks that the full picture of the necessary identifier used for routing between the UE, MME and E-SMLC for UL and DL case needs to be clarified in order to specify the necessary identifier in the LPP layer.
There are some questions which need be clarified:

Q1: RAN2 noted that there are two identities considered by SA2, CT1 and CT4, namely “session id” and “correlation id”.
RAN2 would like SA2, CT1 or CT4 to explain what is the purpose and usage of these identifiers in the routing mechanism of LPP message, specifically: 

- Is there a need for either one of these two identities to be transferred over NAS to UE for the LPP messages? 
- What’s the relationship between “session id” and “correlation id”?
- Can E-SMLC ID be used for routing purposes at the MME?
- Does the MME need to retain a state/context for routing?
Q2: RAN2 does not see a need for a session id at LPP layer. 
Do SA2, CT1or CT4 identify a clear need for a session id at LPP layer? If LPP should be aware of Sessions, then how is LPP aware of Session start and end? And how is the session id coded?  
2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks SA2, CT1, CT4 to provide answers to Q1 and Q2.
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
