· IMS voice over PS session indicator (IMS VoPS) (octet 3, bit 1)
· Emergency bearer services indicator (EMC BS) (octet 3, bit 2)
· Extended LCS Capability Indicator (octet3, bit 3)

· LCS support indicator (LCS) (octet 3, bit 4)

· LCS MO-LR  indicator (MO-LR Ind) (octet 3, bit 5 to 6)

LCS Extended Capability Indicator indicates whether network LCS capability support level is for pre-Rel9 or after Rel9 releases.  If before Rel9, the rest of LCS capability indicators shall not be checked.  UE’s decision for MO-LR procedure shall be same as defined by Rel8.
LCS Support Indicator indicates whether network support LCS Services.
LCS MO-LR Indicator is 2-bit secondary level LCS sub-service type indicator.  This LCS MO-LR Indicator field is only meaningful and shall only be checked if LCS support indicator shows that Location Services is supported (bit 4 is set to ‘1’).
If LCS support indicator is ‘1’, LCS service is supported by network:

· If LCS MO-LR Indicator is ‘00’, it means none of the MO-LR services are supported by the network and therefore UE shall not initiate any of MO-LR requests.

· If LCS MO-LR Indicator is ‘10’, only EPC-MO-LR is supported.  UE shall determine the action as specified in 3GPP TS 23.272[x], subclause 8.3.1.  
· If LCS MO-LR Indicator is ‘01’, only CS-MO-LR is supported.  UE shall determine the action as specified in 3GPP TS 23.272[x], subclause 8.3.1.  
· If LCS MO-LR Indicator is ‘11’, MO-LR is supported for both EPC and CS networks. UE shall determine whether to initiate EPC-MO-LR procedure or CS-MO-LR in GERAN/UTRAN as specified in 3GPP TS 23.272[x], subclause 8.3.1.  
If LCS support indicator is ‘0’, LCS service is not supported by network, the UE shall not attempt the MO-LR procedure.
