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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA1 for their response (C1-100275) to the CT1 LS pertaining to support of the mailto URI in the IMS.
CT1 has discussed the LS and needs a further guidance on the following issue:
Based on the current procedure in TS 24.229, if the S-CSCF in the originating network receives, from the served user, a SIP request with "mailto URI" in the Request-URI, it would not modify the "mailto URI". Hence, when the SIP request is forwarded to the intended destination, it will contain a "mailto URI" in the Request-URI, irrespective where the SIP request is sent. With respect to the target where the S-CSCF forwards the SIP request, CT1 identified two mutually exclusive interpretations, i.e.:

1. Case 1. Based on the received SA1 LS, the SIP request is never sent to an IMS terminating network. The SA1 text in TS 22.228 subclause 7.5.1 (second paragraph) preclude the SIP request being forwarded to the IMS terminating network, i.e.: "Whilst not required for routing between terminals within the IMS, it should be possible for the network to recognise and treat URIs, containing 'IM' or 'Pres' prefixes, received from other networks supporting such prefixes." Since the 'mailto' prefix is excluded from the text above, the S-CSCF will not forwards the respective SIP request to an IMS terminating network. But this routing contradicts the Figure included in the LS received form OMA (see attachment).
2. Case 2. The S-CSCF forwards the SIP request that contains a "mailto URI" in the Request-URI, to an entry point in the terminating IMS network, and the SIP request is subsequently forwarded to an IWF in the terminating network, as depicted in the Figure included in the LS received form OMA (see attachment). In this case the text in TS 22.228 subclause 7.5.1 (second paragraph) should also allow 'mail' prefix that is currently absent in the respective text quoted above.

Provide guidance whether the Case 1 or the Case 2 should be assumed, and if the Case 2 is assumed, then the SA1 should add a 'mail' prefix to the quoted text above, and include it in the document 22.228.
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
