EPS network feature support
The purpose of the EPS network feature support information element is to indicate whether certain features are supported by the network.
The EPS network feature support information element is coded as shown in figure 9.9.3.12A.1 and table 9.9.3.12A.1.

The EPS network feature support is a type 4 information element with a length of 3 octets.
Following indicator fields are defined:
· IMS voice over PS session indicator (IMS VoPS) (octet 3, bit 1)
· Emergency bearer services indicator (EMC BS) (octet 3, bit 2)
· Extended LCS Capability Indicator (ExCap Ind) (octet3, bit 3)

· 
· LCS MO-LR  indicator (MO-LR Ind) (octet 3, bit 5 to 6)
LCS Extended Capability Indicator indicates whether additional network LCS capability information is provided or not.  

LCS MO-LR Indicator is 2-bit secondary level LCS sub-service type indicator.  This LCS MO-LR Indicator field is only meaningful and shall only be checked if Extended LCS Capability Indicator indicates that additional LCS capability information is provided (bit 3 is set to ‘1’).
