Identification of IP Services/PDN connections

For access to EPC the Access Point Name (APN) is used for identifying IP services/PDN connections. For the case of multiple PDN connections to the same APN they are additionally identified by the home address. 
The detailed definition of APN as used for access to EPC is specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3]. APN is used in the IKEv2 signaling during tunnel establishment and tunnel modification.

ANDSF Server Name (ANDSF-SN)

During ANDSF discovery an ANDSF-SN in the format of a FQDN may be used by the UE as input to the DNS mechanism. ANDSF FQDNs for H-ANDSF and V-ANDSF are used independently. The domain name of H-ANDSF can be retrieved by DHCP. The detailed rules are defined in subclause 6.8.2.2.1. 

The detailed format of ANDSF-SN FQDN is specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3].

4.4.6
Home Agent APN and HA address(es)

If DSMIPv6 is used, the identification of a Home Agent is needed. This is done either directly by an IPv6 address and optionally an IPv4  address, or indirectly by a HA-APN, which is used by the UE as input to the DNS. The detailed rules are defined in 3GPP TS 24.303 [11].

Within this specification, Home Agent address(es) may be signaled via IKEv2 between the UE and the ePDG, as defined in subclause 7.4.1.

Security Parameters Index (SPI)

The SPI (see IETF RFC 4301 [30]) identifies uniquely a security association between the UE and the ePDG. For the case of NBM using S2b a one to one mapping between SPI and PDN connection applies.
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
