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1. Introduction
In TS 24.183V9.1.0, there is description for action at the originating UE in section 4.5.5.1 that the originating UE may insert an indication in the initial INVITE request to indicate CRS media. And an editor’s note is added that “How to insert the indication is FFS.”
2. Proposals
There are 3 proposals for the indication here.

a XML body

A XML body can be inserted in SIP message to delivery to terminated UE for instruction(s). The SIP header Content-Type should be set to type of “multipart/mixed” and Content-Type below the body boundary of XML body should be set to “application/xml”.

The indication, e.g. CRS media, playing UE’s local audio, can be represented in the XML body.

Note: The indications and its value can be stored in the UE as CRS parameters after the user configured on the UE using man-machine interface. The UE SHOULD assembly Initial request using the stored indication and its value.

The following is an example of XML body in SIP message for indicating to UE

When receiving the indication send from the originating UE as depicted in XML body, the AS should select the CRS media which ID is 1011234 for the terminating UE. The terminating UE MAY play its local audio when the terminating UE received the indication “<UE-local-audio>yes</UE-local-audio>”.
b SIP Header Accept-Contact
The subscriber can predefine a few CRS media for playing to the terminating UE. Each CRS media should be given a sequence number on the AS. The originating UE can specify CRS media by set the value of SIP header Accept-Contact in the initial INVITE request.

For example, the subscriber configured CRS media “forest scene”, “twitter” for playing and numbered them as crs1, crs2. The following SIP header value is used to indicate the AS playing “forest scene” to the terminating UE.
...

Accept-Contact:...;crs1;...

Contact:...;crs1;...

The UE can use Refuse-Contact header to indicate the AS not to play any CRS media to the terminating UE.

c SDP Attribute

Some SDP attribute can be used as an indication. In SDP specification, the attribute keywds (a=keywds:<keyword value>) allows a receiver to select interesting session based on keywords describing the purpose of  the session. There is no central registry of keywords.  It is a session-level attribute. 
The originating UE can set CRS media as keyword into keywds attribute. The AS should play CRS media specified in keywds attribute when the AS checks the keywds value in the initial INVITE request is valid. A CRS media in the keywds attribute may be coded to a convenient form, e.g. crssn.1011234 (1011234 is an ID of a CRS media).
3. Conclusion
It is proposed to choose solution 1 as the way to insert the indication for CRS media.
