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1. Overall Description:
Annex C of 24.301, see quoted text below, leads to the understanding that a normal EPS context might be stored in the ME while the emergency context is active i.e. the two context might exist simultaneously in the ME.

Quoting from 24.301, Annex C:  “If the UE is attached for emergency bearer services, the UE shall not store the EMM parameters described in this annex on the USIM or in non-volatile memory. Instead the UE shall temporarily store these parameters locally in the ME and the UE shall delete these parameters when the UE is detached.”
According to the model SA3 uses for the different states a EPS NAS security context traverses, this situation cannot happen. 
SA3 would therefore like to request CT1 to clarify the intended interpretation of annex C. 
SA3 would also like to point out that additional work would be required in SA3 if it is so that an emergency context can co-exist simultaneously with a normal security context in the ME.
