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1. Overall Description:

At present, the access types of all the MO nodes that are expected to be populated by the operator specified by 3GPP TSG CT WG1 have been set to GET and REPLACE. 

However, 3GPP TSG CT WG1 wonders whether the setting of nodes to REPLACE works properly for the case of a node (either interior or leaf) which number of occurrences is unknown (e.g. ZeroOrMore). 3GPP TSG CT WG1 is considering whether there is a need to correct all its MOs because of this.

It is 3GPP TSG CT WG1's understanding that this problem arises only for those nodes whose occurrence is not a single value, but spans a range of values ("ZeroOrOne", "ZeroOrMore", "OneOrMore").

3GPP TSG CT WG1 seeks the guidance of OMA DM on how to use ADD and REPLACE operation on nodes and indicate whether there are differences on the enabler release definition for the OMA Device Management protocol (e.g. 1.1.1 vs 1.1.2, 1.1.2 vs 1.2) in this respect.

3GPP TSG CT WG1 thanks OMA DM in anticipation of a quick reply and looks forward to continued close cooperation with OMA DM in future that is mutually beneficial.
