3GPP CT1 kindly provided some comments on a late draft of that TR in November 2009 (TC32-TG17/2009/-063 / C1-095730, also copied to SA2), to which Ecma TC32-TG17 responded in January 2010 (TC32-TG17/2010/001 / C1-100132, also copied to SA2). The response from Ecma pointed out that the TR had already been approved and published, but that certain comments from CT1 would be taken into account in the event that Ecma works on a second edition at some stage.
In fact, in view of other input received since TR/101 was published, Ecma TC32-TG17 has indeed decided to work on a second edition, with completion (TC approval) scheduled for September 2010. The second edition will not fundamentally change the TR, although it will address some points concerning terminology, for example. Therefore there is an opportunity for 3GPP CT1 and SA2 to submit further comments on TR/101 for consideration as part of Ecma's work on the second edition. Receipt of comments mid-May, following the forthcoming meetings of CT1 and SA2, would be timely.
Ecma thanks 3GPP CT1 and SA2 for their past interest in this work and looks forward to any further cooperation on the subject.
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
