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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 have analyzed recent comments pertaining to draft-patel-dispatch-cpc-oli-parameter on the DISPATCH mailing list. 3GPP CT1 have formulated the following conclusions:
-
interworking with ISUP is the only use case currently required and thus a syntax based on tel URI parameters is only necessary. If further use cases are identified in the future which require use of CPC and OLI in SIP URIs that do not represent telephone numbers, a SIP URI parameter syntax for CPC and OLI can be defined at a later stage.
-
Current implementation in the field treats CPC as text values and OLI as digit values. This is reflected in the syntax defined in the Internet Draft.
-
The CPC/OLI is added by a trusted entity in the calling party’s network during session establishment. Why should this information be changed mid-call? There are no compelling reasons to change the CPC or OLI mid-call and currently no 3GPP requirements to do so.
-
The comments on URI parameters that are perceived as characteristics of the “call” vs characteristics of the “caller” are still applicable in the P-Asserted-Identity header field. Other URI parameters have previously been defined and used in header fields used to carry user identities of either the called party or calling party and are not characteristics of the party identified in the header field. RFC 4240 is one example. 

-
Taking into account the above analysis, 3GPP still consider the syntax defined in the current version of the Internet Draft to be correct and is the syntax that is already implemented and widely deployed in carrier networks. 

-
IETF DISPATCH are reminded that this is a 3GPP release 7 dependency and also required by TISPAN release 1 requirements. 
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
IETF DISPATCH are kindly requested to take into account the above analysis on draft-patel-dispatch-cpc-oli-parameter and are reminded that this URI parameter is already implemented within operator networks and is a 3GPP release 7 dependency that is required to be resolved as soon as possible. Delays in this work result in incomplete and unstable 3GPP specifications for interworking with legacy networks.
