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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA1 for the LS on Access Control for CSFB (C1-102166/S1-101239).
CT1 has discussed if access is granted for the UE for mobile originating session requests for CSFB to 3GPP access (i.e. UTRAN and GERAN) the UE shall ignore enhanced Access control on E-UTRAN.
CT1 discussed the issue and concluded that it is technically feasible that the UE can ignore enhanced Access control on E-UTRAN if access is granted for the UE for mobile originating session requests for CSFB to 3GPP access (i.e. UTRAN and GERAN).Note that this conclusion in CT1 assumes that corresponding proposal to realize this functionality in RRC layer be agreed at the ongoing RAN2 meeting.

During the discussion in CT1, there was no question on REL10 SA1 requirement regarding this functionality which was attached to the LS from SA1.
