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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 discussed LS C1-102566 and possible solutions how to achieve the requested behaviour ("an operator should have the option to disable the use of SIP signaling compression (sigcomp)") but was unable to reach conclusion. 
Usage of sigcomp depends on the access network (access type in P-Access-Network-Info) where the UE is camping at the time of registration.

3GPP CT1 was unable to determine what requirements relate to the operator's option to disable the use of sigcomp in the following aspects:

1) When UE roams, several operators serve the UE.  E.g.
a) UE uses the visited access network, P-CSCF in visited network and S-CSCF in home network - does the visited network operator have the option to disable use of the sigcomp or does the home network operator have the option to disable use of the sigcomp or both?

b) UE uses the visited access network, P-CSCF in home network and S-CSCF in home network - does the operator of the visited access network have the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) or does the home network operator have the option to disable use of the SIP signaling compression (sigcomp) or both?

2) a solution for the operator's option to disable use of the sigcomp needs to also cope with handover from networks where SIP signalling compression is to be used based on the operator's option (3GPP-E-UTRAN-FDD, 3GPP-E-UTRAN-TDD) to networks where SIP signalling compression is not controlled by the the operator's option (3GPP-GERAN, 3GPP-UTRAN-FDD, 3GPP-UTRAN-TDD, , ...). Does GSMA have any requirement relating to such handover situations?

Some of the aspects above may not be in scope of IR.92 activity but 3GPP CT1 needs to cover them to provide complete solution in IMS.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
3GPP CT1 would like to ask GSMA RILTE if GSMA RILTE has  service requirements related to the option to disable use of the sigcomp related to the aspects above.
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
