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	TS 23.401 9. states:

Section 4.6.2.1:

"During the successful Inter-RAT TAU/RAU/handover procedure and ISR activated is not indicated to the UE, the old S4 SGSN/old MME changes the EMM state of the UE to GPRS-IDLE/PMM-DETACHED/EMM-DEREGISTERED."
Also, since Rel. 8, the EMM state machine in the MME allows for transition from EMM-DEREGISTERED to EMM-REGISTERED when UE performs TAU after returning from GERAN/UTRAN. 

One consequence of this is that when the MME knows a CSFB capable UE (both EPS/IMSI registered) is in GERAN/UTRAN and ISR is not activated, by transitioning to EMM-DEREGISTERED it is transitioning to SGs-NULL. This way, if the MSC pages through SGs interface, it will receive from the MME a paging reject and move as well to SGs-NULL. This is not clear in Stage 3 specifications. 
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	Allow transitioning from EMM-REGISTERED to EMM-DEREGISTERED when the UE performs a successful inter-RAT handover or RAU and ISR is not activated.
Allow transitioning from EMM-DERGISTERED to EMM-REGISTERED after succesful TAU procedure.
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	Misalignment with Stage 2 specifications.
Transitioning to SGs-NULL is not clear. This may cause the MSC to repeatedly page the UE through SGs interface to the MME, where the UE is unreachable.

EMM sublayer states in the MME

5.1.3.4.1
EMM-DEREGISTERED

In the state EMM-DEREGISTERED, the MME has no EMM context or the EMM Context is marked as detached. The UE is detached. The MME may answer to an attach or a combined attach procedure initiated by the UE (see subclause 5.5.1). The MME may also answer to a tracking area updating procedure or combined tracking area updating procedure initiated by a UE if the EMM context is marked as detached.
If ISR is not activated or deactivated, the MME enters the state EMM-DEREGISTERED after a successful completion of routing area updating or combined routing area updating procedure or a successful intersystem handover to A/Gb mode or Iu mode.
