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	IBCF contains a screening of SIP signalling section. The section describes the procedures for screening SIP headers and SIP message bodies. How the screening of SIP signalling impacts the handling of SIP messages are missing.
Background: The LS C1-102151 from CT3 described that exit IBCF could discard the SIP REFER request for the Conference service.

The LS response (C1-102891) recommended that SIP request to be rejected by the destination.

"While there may be network policy for not passing on REFER request, this needs to be balanced against losing the functionality the REFER method provides, and take into account that it is better to provide a REFER response from the target of the Request-URI if that does not contravene the reasons for that network policy."

Further, the LS response also indicated that currently there are no procedures in 3GPP TS 24.229 supporting the rejction of SIP requests.

"Additionally It was identified that 3GPP TS 24.229 currently has not specified the capability to reject requests at the IBCF and for the IBCF to support this, appropriate documentation has to exist in 3GPP TS 24.229."

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	A new subclause 5.10.6.x "IBCF procedure for SIP messages" is introduced in the 5.10.6 "Screening of SIP signalling" subclause.

The text in the subclause tries to make it possible for IBCF to reject SIP requests making it clear that if possible reject the SIP request at the destination instead at the source.

IBCF procedures for SIP messages
The IBCF may take the following actions upon receipt of SIP requests:
1)
When IBCF acting as an exit point receives a SIP request, the IBCF may reject the SIP request if the SIP request contains information not supported by the destination operator's network and if forwarding of the SIP request can cause serious misoperations. 
NOTE 1:
The IBCF determines whether the destination operator's network supports information contained in the SIP request based on bilateral agreements.
2)
When IBCF acting as an entry point receives a SIP request, the IBCF may reject the SIP request according to the local policy of the operator.
NOTE 2:
Some SIP requests can be rejected by an AS instead of the IBCF according to local policy.
