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Requirements 

Stage 1 (S1-094495, S1-094496) and 2 (S2-100611) requirements have been added for both the IMS multimedia telephony service and IMS centralized services to support CS data and CS fax. 
Protocol Solutions 

Fax 
CS fax is carried in the user plane, as shown below TS 23.292 Figure 7.3.2.1.2-1: IMS Origination via CS Access for non ICS UE.
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CS data 
For the CS data case, no equivalent to the T.38 protocol for fax is included in TS 29.163, therefore CT3 might need to add a solution for "modem over IP" to their specification. 

Protocol Specification Changes 

The MSC Server must be capable of including an SDP description of a fax or CS data session. Interworking between CS fax and the IMS media plane is done in the media gateway (MGW) as specified in TS 29.163. Interworking between CS data and the IMS media plane is FFS. 
Proposal 

For CT1, revise only the scope of the protocol specifications and add MSC Server support for the SDP description of fax and CS data for MMTel (24.173) and IMS Centralized Services (24.292).
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
