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CT1 has been discussing the subject matter for a number of meetings, and various solutions have been proposed with the aim of keeping the UE’s GMM-REGISTERED and EMM-REGISTERED states synchronised. 

From an operator’s perspective, if such functionality is introduced in UE, it has to be under operator control as its use has direct influence on network resources.

Based on the already seen discussion this paper gives an overview of possible solutions for operator control of this feature.  Generally we identify three possibilities:

a) NAS signalling, allowing control of the UE behaviour by the serving network; C1-102463/C1-102463 (presented in Dublin at CT1#65) from NTT DOCOMO already proposed such a solution

b) OTA administration, implying that the desired behaviour is stored on the SIM card
c) OMA device management, whereby the desired behaviour is set in the UE
In order to satisfy operator needs, solutions shall be chosen in accordance with the following requirements:
1. HPLMN operators can configure a default behaviour for their UEs;
2. the VPLMN operator can overwrite the default behaviour according to local policy.
It is proposed that CT1 standardize such behaviour of UE and Network within Rel-10.
