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1. Overall Description:

Regional or local service restricted areas are areas where a mobile by subscription is restricted to be in. Such restricted areas can be for instance "forbidden LAs for roaming", "forbidden TAs for roaming", "forbidden LAs for regional provision of service", "forbidden TAs for regional provision of service", "forbidden PLMNs for GPRS service".

Currently, if during a CS call, a UE is handed into a local service restricted area, any actions needed to be taken – as a result of being in a regional or local service restricted area - is deferred if the resources for the CS call are still available. So the CS call is kept up until it is normally or abnormally released. 

For the PS domain, the behaviour of the UE upon being handed over to a regional or local service restricted area is different. The PS voice call is dropped immediately, even if at the completion of the handover resources for the PS call are still available, as the actions needed to be taken as a result of being in the regional or local service restricted area are not deferred.

In brief, if a mobile with an ongoing IMS call, is handed over to a regional or local restricted area, even if resource for the IMS call is available after the handover, the actions to be taken by the mobile as a result of being in a regional or locally restricted area are done immediately leading to a loss of the IMS call.

As this scenario of the dropping the IMS call is different from the scenario of keeping a CS call, CT1 seeks SA1's guidance for the following:-

1. Would SA1 consider it useful that the behaviour of keeping the CS call if handed over to a regional or local restricted area with available resources to keep the call going be replicated for the IMS call?


2. If the answer to question 1 is Yes, would SA1 express a preference for which release of the specification the changes to be introduced. Currently the changes discussed by CT1 is a TEI10 change.
