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1. Introduction
This contribution completes the procedures of media flow transfer initiated by a UE not participating in the ongoing collaborative session - media on Controllee UE. 
2. Reason for Change
Based on Stage 2 TS 23.237 v10.3.0 subclause 6a.9.2.2 on Inter-UE Transfer initiated by the target UE not participating in the ongoing collaborative session and media flows on Controllee UE,  the corresponding procedures are proposed for Stage 3.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.837.

The procedures of the SC UE are identical as described in subclause 4.6.2.1.1.1.1.1.

SCC AS

On receiving the SIP REFER, the SCC AS requests the controller UE to authorize the pull request or the SCC AS authorizes the request on behalf of the controller UE (e.g. pre-configured). The SCC AS will also authorize that the target UE is of the same subscription.
Editor's Note: How the SCC-AS authorize the request is FFS.
The SCC AS performs the steps as described in 3GPP TS 24.237 [6], subclause 17.3.2, except that:

-
the SCC AS sends a SIP INVITE request to the controllee UE to which the media component(s) is to be transferred (i.e. the target UE), instead of a SIP re-INVITE request;

-
the SCC AS sends the SIP NOTIFY request to the target UE instead of the controller UE.

SCC AS

On receiving the SIP REFER from the controller UE, SCC AS performs the media transfer according to the 3GPP TS 24.237 [6], subclause 17.3.2, except that:

-
the SCC AS sends a SIP INVITE request to the controllee UE to which the media component(s) is to be transferred (i.e. the target UE), instead of a SIP re-INVITE request;
-
the SCC AS also sends the SIP NOTIFY request to the target UE, as subscribed by the SIP REFER from the target UE.

SC UE

The procedures of the SC UE are identical as described in subclause 4.6.2.1.1.3.1.1.

SCC AS
On receiving the SIP INVITE request, the SCC AS requests the controller UE to authorize the pull request or the SCC AS authorizes the request on behalf of UE-1(e.g. pre-configured). The SCC AS will also authorize that the target UE is of the same subscription.

Editor's Note: How the SCC AS authorize the request for media transfer is FFS.
If the SIP INVITE request is authorized, the SCC AS shall send a SIP re-INVITE request on the dialog for the remote leg to the remote UE containing SDP information as follows:

1)
for the transferred media component(s), set the SDP information as from the SDP offer received in the SIP INVITE request from the target UE; and

2)
for all other media components in the collaborative session, include the SDP information as from the original session to the remote leg.

Upon receiving a SIP 2xx response for the re-INVITE request sent to the remote UE, the SCC AS shall:
1)
if the transferred media component was the only media component active at the controllee UE from which the media component was transferred, send a SIP BYE request to the controllee UE from which the media was transferred; or

2)
if after the transfer of the media component the controllee UE from which the media was transferred still has other media components within the collaborative session, send a SIP re-INVITE request to the controllee UE from which the media component was transferred, following the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2] and set the port value of the associated media descriptions (m) for the transferred media to 0.
Upon receiving a SIP 200 (OK) response with the SDP answer on the remote leg, the SCC AS shall send a SIP ACK request on the remote leg.
