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The tdoc package contains three CRs:

· C1-104243

· C1-104578-CT1-leading

· C1-104578-ATIS-leading.

Depending on how the inconsistency between the ATIS CMAS specification and the TS 23.041 is going to be resolved only one of the three CRs needs to be opened.

The resolution may be discussed at the ATIS meeting that takes place on 17 and 18 November in Tuscon. Therefore it is requested if this tdoc can be opened on Thursday afternoon or Friday, because ATIS may have informed CT1 by this time about the resolution.

Alternatively the resolution may have become known via email discussions in the week prior to the CT1 meeting.

C1-104243
The CR in C1-104243 was agreed in the Barcelona meeting. In case the inconsistency is not resolved, this CR needs to be reopened and un-agreed and subsequently postponed.

C1-104578-CT1-leading

In case the resolution of the inconsistency is that ATIS will correct its CMAS specifications to be aligned with the 3GPP specification, the CR in C1-104578-CT1-leading contains a correction for the EU-Alert severity levels to align those with the CR from SA1 and the ATIS CMAS specifications.
The changes, compared to revision 3 of the CR are that for MI is 4373 and 4374 the EU-Alert level 3 has been modified into EU-Alert level 2.

C1-104578-ATIS-leading

In case the resolution of the inconsistency is that the 3GPP specification needs to be modified to align with the ATIS CMAS specifications, the CR in C1-104578-ATIS-leading contains the corrections to align the 3GPP spec with the ATIS CMAS specifications. The EU-Alert text that was agreed in Barcelona remains unchanged.

The changes, compared to revision 3 of the CR are that for MI is 4373 and 4374 the word “Extreme” has been modified to “Severe”.
