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Abstract:
This document is intended to initiate discussion on how to progress with specification of the "sos" URI parameter for marking SIP REGISTER requests for emergency registration.

Discussion:

There is reluctance in IETF to agree any emergency call requirements that did not come out of IETF ECRIT. The draft-patel-ecrit-sos-parameter was not considered to be part of the re-chartering of the ECRIT WG and was on the path to being AD sponsored. The current AD considers the draft to be controversial and requests further review by IETF experts before reconsidering AD sponsoring the draft. It is understandable that an AD cannot sponsor a document that receives comments and opposition from several delegates. In the current situation it seems unlikely that the draft in its current form could progress to RFC and therefore 3GPP needs to re-think the documentation of IMS emergency call requirements in the area of marking of emergency registrations. Due to the resistance experienced in IETF to adopt these crucial requirements from 3GPP, the following is proposed for discussion.

Attached are two documents:

The latest version of darft-patel-ecrit-sos-parameter-11.txt (which in its current form cannot proceed)
Points captured by CT chairman and 3GPP contact person to IETF, Hannu Hietalahti, during discussion with IETF experts during IETF#79.

Three proposed way forwards are currently available:

1. re-write of the draft as per the comments received during IETF#79, thus making the draft describe a generic mechanism for identifying REGISTER requests that require special handling at registrars and removing any procedural descriptions of registrar behaviour to be done in 3GPP specifications; 

2. use of a specific Request-URI towards which emergency registration requests are sent; or
3. specification of the "sos" URI parameter in 3GPP TS 24.229.

Other proposals for the way forwards can also be considered if these arise during discussion at CT1#68.
Proposal:

Discussion of the above and agreement on the way forwards for 3GPP requirements for marking of emergency registration requests. 
It is proposed that CT1 should clearly identify which one of the above options they intend to take and to communicate it to the other affected groups.
