Controller UE procedures

Upon receipt of a SIP MESSAGE request, requesting the permission for a media component replication from a collaborative session, the controller UE shall send a SIP 200 (OK) response targeted to the SCC-AS indicating whether the media replication is allowed or disallowed by including an XML body as described in subclause 4.7.2.1.3.X. 
Editor's Note: It is FFS if and how this request needs to be communicated with the user. Whether the user should know about these options or the UE makes the decision without the user interaction. If the user needs to act upon this transaction, then another SIP request needs to be populated from the UE towards the SCC-AS at the time the user makes the decision. Controller UE procedures need to cover this transaction.
When the controller UE receives a SIP re-INVITE request or a SIP UPDATE request from the SCC AS to update the status of the replicated media component after a successful replication, the controller UE shall follow the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4]. The controller UE shall save the media information (e.g. media line(s) and port number(s)) related to the replicated media(s) and IP address of MRF received in the SIP re-INVITE request or SIP UPDATE request in order to perform further inter-UE transfer operations on the controllee UE.
