Controller UE procedures

To replicate a media component from a collaborative session, the controller UE shall send a SIP REFER request outside the existing dialog as specified in IETF RFC 3515 [8] and include:

1)
a Request-URI field containing contact of the SCC AS;
2)
the Refer-To header field containing:

a)
the SIP URI of the controllee UE; and;

NOTE 1:
The SIP URI of the controllee UE needs to be a GRUU if the controllee UE and any other UEs share the same public user identity.

b)
the SIP URI additionally containing the URI header field with the hname "body" containing SDP for the media type for each of the media (m=) lines in the session to be replicated containing the discard port number "9".
Editor's Note:
 The discard port number "9" was used in rel-9 Inter-UE Transfer in the adding new media component where the port number of the target UE was not known, however, in this case the port number of the target UE is known. Therefore, it is not clear if the concept of using this discard port is correct for this case.
NOTE 2:
If there were media lines that would not to be replicated, those media lines would be listed in the SDP however, the port numbers would have been set to zero.

3)
a Target-Dialog header field containing the dialog parameters for the dialog of the existing session;
4)
a Referred-By header field containing a currently registered public user identity of the controller UE;

5)
a Contact header field containing the g.3gpp.iut-controller media feature tag; 

6)
an Accept-Contact header field containing the g.3gpp.iut-xyz media feature tag as described in annex A with explicit and require tags; and
7)
an Accept header field containing the MIME types "application/sdp" and "message/sipfrag".

The controller UE shall handle any response to the SIP REFER request and the subsequent SIP NOTIFY requests according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] and IETF RFC 3515 [8]. 

If an error response is received for the SIP REFER request or the subsequent SIP NOTIFY requests include a non-2xx final response, the controller UE shall consider the replication operation failed and continue the existing session.

When the controller UE receives a SIP re-INVITE request or a SIP UPDATE request from the SCC AS to update the status of the replicated media component after a successful replication, the controller UE shall follow the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4]. The controller UE shall save the media information (e.g. media line(s) and port number(s)) related to the replicated  media(s) and IP address of MRF received in the SIP re-INVITE request or SIP UPDATE request in order to perform further inter-UE operations on the controllee UE.
