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Introduction

This contribution evaluates and proposes which alternative solutions to use for establishment of collaborative session upon originating IMS session setup.

Alternative 1 – indicating collaborative session establishment by providing controllee UE SIP URI in SDP
4.4.2.1.1.1

Alternative 1a- media negotiation with remote party first 
It is proposed that this solution be rejected as:

a) The solution requires IETF work (draft-yang-dispatch-SIP-connection-address-type) which has not advanced yet.

b) there is concern that the solution will have problems working with PCC/policy enforcement because the SDP describes establishung a media stream with entities other than the one sending the SIP message which may be interpreted as a charging fraud attempt.

c) the use of the Referred-By header is not compliant
4.4.2.1.2
Alternative 2 – indicating collaborative session establishment by tunneled SIP REFER request

It is proposed that this solution be rejected as the solution requires IETF work to define a new Content Disposition and to indicate the presence of an embedded SIP request and to indicate that a node should use this to send a SIP request..
4.4.2.1.3
Alternative 3 – indicating collaborative session establishment by providing controllee UE SIP URI in SDP using P-Asserted-Identity
It is proposed that this solution be rejected as:

a) The solution requires IETF work (draft-yang-dispatch-SIP-connection-address-type) which has not advanced yet.

b) there is concern that the solution will have problems working with PCC/policy enforcement because the SDP describes establishung a media stream with entities other than the one sending the SIP message which may be interpreted as a charging fraud attempt.
4.4.2.1.4
Alternative 4 – indicating collaborative session establishment using multiple REFER
This is the preferred solution as:

a) it does not require any IETF work.

Recommendation is to select the solution in 4.4.2.1.4 (Alternative 4). (As proposed in C1-110358)
Proposal
It is proposed to agree the recommendations above for the solutions for establishment of collaborative session upon originating IMS session setup and agree the following Conclusion into TR 24.837.
