Introduction

The configuration of the controller loss preferences is described in subclause 4.10.2.1. The mechanism used is via the Ut interface as described in 3GPP TS 23.623 [x]. The following describes the XML document required for configurating the list of preferred UEs that are used in the case of controller loss.

Structure of the XML document

4.10.4.1.2.1
General
Controller Loss Preferences documents are sub‑trees of the simservs XML document specified in 3GPP TS 24.623 [x]. As such, Originating Identity documents use the XCAP application usage in 3GPP TS 24.623 [6].

Data semantics: The semantics of the Controller Loss Preferences  XML configuration document is specified in subclause 4.10.4.1.2.2.
XML schema: Implementations in compliance with the present document shall implement the XML schema that minimally includes the XML Schema defined in subclause 4.10.4.1.2.3 and the simservs XML schema specified in subclause 6.3 of 3GPP TS 24.623 [x].
