Working Group Last Call is finalised and is waiting to proceed towards ISEG review.
draft-kaplan-dispatch-session-id

A new activity is started to proceed with this issue as a new sub Working Group. (http://www.ietf.org/mail-archive/web/dispatch/current/msg03676.html )

For this issue help is needed during the next IETF Meeting in Quebec.

Which means that people should verbally argue for the draft and "hum" for the agreement of the sub working group. 

drage-sipping-rfc3455bis

After 3GPP discussion this meeting a new version is planned for publication and progress within the IETF process.

draft-jesske-dispatch-reason-in-responses

This draft is now an AD sponsored activity and progressing

draft-johnston-dispatch-sip-cc-uui 

The WGLC is now finalised, but there appeared a couple of comments which has to be answered and incorporated within the document. So it is assumed that a second WGLC will appear. For the second WGLC support and discussion by 3GPP individuals is needed. 
draft-ietf-salud-alert-info-urns

It was warned to shut down the working group because of inactivity. The problem is that there are only a few people discussing the issue and the draft is nearly finalised.
The main problem is that the open issues are tiny and one decision must be taken if only a single Alert-urn or multiples can appear within a SIP Message.
Therefore an active discussion is needed to solve the problem and proceed the draft.

Conclusion and Proposals
From our point of view two drafts (draft-ietf-salud-alert-info-urns and session-id) needs active support by 3GPP individuals.
