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	If a call on the Source Access Leg is in an early dialog phase, and the radio/bearer resources is no longer available, the P-CSCF will cancel the early dialog by:
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if the SC UE initiated the early dialog by sending an initial INVITE request toward the remote UE, the P-CSCF will cancel the early dialog by sending a CANCEL request or a BYE request that includes a Reason header field containing a 503 (Service Unavailable) status code to the remote UE; and

if the early dialog was initiated by the remote UE sending an initial INVITE request toward the remote SC UE, the P-CSCF will cancel the early dialog by sending a 503 (Service Unavailable) response toward the remote UE.

If the SCC AS releases the early dialog on the Remote Leg, and if the SCC AS subsequently receives an initial INVITE request due to the STN-SR on the Target Access Leg, then the access transfer will fail since there will be no early dialog on the Remote Leg (i.e. it was previously released).
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	The SCC AS will not initiate the release of the early dialog toward the the remote UE on the Remote Leg for an operator determined period (default 8 seconds) to allow for some delay in the receipt of the SIP INVITE request due to STN-SR on the Target Access Leg.
