7.2.1
General

The SC UE shall support origination of IP multimedia sessions in the IM CN subsystem as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2]. If the SC UE supports the MSC server assisted mid-call feature, the SC UE shall include the g.3gpp.mid-call media feature tag as described in annex C in the Contact header field of the SIP INVITE request. If the SC UE supports single radio PS to CS access transfer for calls in alerting state, the SC UE shall include the g.3gpp.srvcc-alerting media feature tag as described in annex C in the Contact header field of the SIP INVITE request.
The SC UE shall support origination of calls in the CS domain as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [8].

If SC using ICS is enabled then the procedures for call origination where the SC UE is initiating calls using CS media are identical to that for ICS UE specified in 3GPP TS 24.292 [4].

If SC using ICS is enabled then the procedures for call origination, where the SC UE is initiating calls using Gm reference point and PS media, are identical to that for ICS UE specified in 3GPP TS 24.292 [4] with the following addition::
1)
If the call being originated by the SC UE is subject to SRVCC and the SCC UE has registered more then one registration flow and the associated contact address, and if:

a)
the call being originated is establishing a Target Access Leg (i.e. the intention of this call is to transfer the SIP dialog from the Source Access Leg to the Target Access Leg), then the SC UE shall select one of the registration flows and the associated contact addresses, and follow the procedures as specified in the subclause 10.2.1; or 
NOTE 1:
When establishing a call on a Target Access Leg, the SC UE includes either the Replaces header field or the Target-Dialog header in the SIP INVITE request sent over the Target Access Leg, as specified in subclause 10.2.1.
b)
the call being originated is establishing a new SIP dialog (i.e. the intention of this call is not to transfer the SIP dialog from the Source Access Leg to the Target Access Leg), then the SC UE shall select a registration flow and the associated contact address to route the initial SIP INVITE request as follows: 
A)
if the SC UE has at least one established call subject to SRVCC  (i.e. this is not the first SC UE call subject to SRVCC), then the SC UE shell select a registration flow and the associated contact address that insures that the initial SIP INVITE request is routed:

i)
via the same ATCF currently anchoring the established SC UE's calls subject to SRVCC, if the SC UE is currently using an ATCF for its calls subject to SRVCC; or
NOTE 2:
In case of multiple registration, there may be more than one registration flow and associated contact address bound to the same ATCF.
NOTE 3:
When an ATCF is inserted into the signalling path between the SC UE and the SCC AS, the SRVCC procedures requires that all sessions subject to SRVCC are anchored in the same ATCF. Likewise, if a given session subject to SRVCC is anchored in the SCC AS then all sessions subject to SRVCC are anchored in the SCC AS. 
ii)
to the SCS AS and excludes any ATCF, if the established SC UE's calls subject to SRVCC are anchored at the SCC AS; or
B)
if the SC UE has no established calls subject to SRVCC (i.e. this is the first SC UE call subject to SRVCC), then the SC UE may select a registration flow and the associated contact address that will route the initial SIP INVITE request either:
i)
via an ATCF (where the call will be anchored), if there is a registration flow and the associated contact address that is bound to an ATCF; or
ii)
to the SCC AS (where the call will be anchored) and excludes any ATCF. 
When originating an emergency call as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2] and if the SC UE has an IMEI, then the SC UE shall include the instance-id media feature tag as specified in IETF RFC 5626 [22] with value based on the IMEI as defined in 3GPP TS 23.003 [12] in the Contact header field of the SIP INVITE request.
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
