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GSMA IREG thanks 3GPP CT1 for their Liaison Statement on the “Support of Multiple MCCs within a country”.
IREG has consulted within the IREG group as to which countries are using Multiple MCC for commercial purposes. IREG was unable to provide a reliable response. 
IREG is aware that in some countries, the national regulator has made allocations of MNCs on different MCCs,(where the ITU-T has allocated multiple MCCs).

IREG notes that the above comment is based on observations of publicly available documents.
IREG has also sought guidance from within GSMA Public Policy on the subject.
GSMA can confirm that it has no control over the usage of MCCs within a country. Furthermore GSMA has no insights into the plans by national regulators to use those MCCs which ITU-T has allocated to that country.

Consequently GSMA is unable to provide any reliable assistance or response on the questions in the LS. GSMA recognises that the ITU-T is the authorative body for allocating Multiple MCC to a country, and understands that the National Regulator within that country is the relevant body to provide guidance on actual or planned usages.
Extract from Incoming Liasion Statement (Signal Doc 55_022)
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1. Overall Description:

Currently, in 23.122 PLMNs using different MCC values are treated as belonging to different countries, even if politcally they belong to the same country. The only exception is North America for which the value range 310–316 is treated as a single country.
During the discussion of a CR to 23.122 for Rel-11 that proposed to add support for multiple MCC values for China, India, Japan, UAE and United Kingdom based on "Complement to ITU-T Recommendation E.212 *05/2008)" published by ITU-T in April 2010, a question was raised if these countries have started using multiple MCC values.

It was also pointed out that there is text in 3GPP TS 22.011  that seems to imply that multiple MCC values are currently supported only for North America.

2. Actions:

To GSMA IREG and GSMA DG groups.

ACTION:

CT1 asks GSMA IREG and DG groups to 

· provide guidance on which countries are currently using multiple MCC values for commercial service. 

· provide a list of countries, if known, that will change to using multiple MCC values and the expected date of that change

To SA1 group.

ACTION:

CT1 asks SA1 group to 

· provide guidance on whether the multiple MCC values per country can be extended to additional countries, and if the answer is yes, provide the list of countries that will use multiple MCC values within the Release-11 timeframe.

· make changes to 22.011, if needed  to support multiple MCC values for additional countries.
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
