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1. Reason for Change
Clarifacation of the Editor’s note in section 5.2.2.1: The transport of USSD messages between the AS and the “legacy” USSD server is dependig on the operator’s network implementation and one important cost saving aspects. For re-using legacy USSD equipment, it is obvious that the AS can take the received component information, formulate a MAP USSD message and route the message over SS7 to the USSD server via the HSS.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.390v0.4.0.

5.2.2.1
Overall description

The MIME type is used to carry one or more components (depending on specific service requirements) of a facility information element, as defined in subclause 3.6.1 of 3GPP TS 24.080 [5]. The binary format is the same as the format of the "Component(s)" information element in Figure 3.1 of subclause 3.6 of 24.080 [5].
NOTE°1:
Depending on operator specific implementation, the AS can take the received component information, formulate a MAP USSD message and route the message over SS7 to the USSD server via the HSS.

Usage of operation codes of the operations specified for usage in the Unstructured Supplementary Service Data (USSD) protocol, as defined in 3GPP TS 24.090 [3], is specified for this MIME type. Usage of operation codes of other operations is not specified.
NOTE°2
 3GPP TS 24.090 [3] specifies usage of processUnstructuredSS-Request, unstructuredSS-Request, unstructuredSS-Notify operations for USSD.
