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1. Overall Description
Currently, the 3GPP common IMS specifications mandate the use of SDP Capability Negotiation (RFC 5939) when attempting to set up a video session, in order to negotiate between using AVP (RFC 3551) and AVPF (RFC 4585) for the video media component. However it is has been found that implementing SDP Capability Negotiation may delay plans for mobile IMS video call deployments based on the GSMA IR.94 profile. 3GPP CT1 has agreed to make use of SDP Capability Negotiation optional in 3GPP release 7 and 8 when negotiating use of AVPF for the video media component. Use of SDP Capability Negotiation would still be mandatory in 3GPP from release 9 when negotiating use of AVPF for the video media component.
 The CT1 agreed change allows a 3GPP IMS terminal to include in the initial SDP offer only a single media line with AVPF for video (as the additional SDP attributes defined in SDP Capability Negotiation are not supported). This has the following impacts:
1. When such a 3GPP IMS terminal attempts to set up a video session with a terminal that does not support AVPF but only AVP the first offer answer exchange will not result in successful negotiation of a video media component. It is proposed that if this happens that an additional offer answer exchange is to take place. In scenarios where both terminals support the preconditions framework (RFC 3326) this additional offer answer exchange would take place in the SIP PRACK transaction sent after receiving the SIP 183 response. When the preconditions framework is not supported the additional offer answer exchange would have to take place in an additional re-INVITE sent after the session has been accepted by the called terminal and will likely result in an additional manual acceptance of video being required by the called user after the acceptance of the initial voice session.
2. When a terminal that offers video using AVP in the media line and additionally offers video using AVPF using the SDP Capability Negotiation mechanism attempts to set up a video session with a terminal that supports this new option (does not support SDP Capability Negotiation but supports both AVP and AVPF for video) the session will be established using AVP for video and not AVPF (since the offer of AVPF in the additional SDP attributes defined in SDP Capability Negotiation is not understood by the called terminal).
CT1 would like inform other Common IMS stakeholders and other bodies whose networks and terminals potentially will interoperate with IMS networks of this agreed change so they can take this into account. .
