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1. Overall Description:

According to TS 22.173 v10.1.0, the support of FAX in IMS is defined as a result of approval in SP#46. 
In addition, in the interworking specification between IMS network and CS network specified by TS 29.163, it is clear that I-MGCF performs a transcoding from SIP SDP to TMR parameter in which T.38 codec included in "m" line of SIP SDP has been mapped to "3.1 KHz audio" in TMR parameter, and O-MGCF transcode "3.1 KHz audio" to T.38 codec in SIP SDP.
Nevertheless, there is no specification that decided how to support T.38 in IMS core network. T.38-based Fax service needs to be supported in IMS core network. While CT1 tried to clarify and specify the support of FAX service in IMS using T.38, questions on the requirements, use case, and the support of codec was raised before going forward with specifying relevant capabilities within appropriate specification owned by CT1.
2. Actions:

To SA WG1
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly ask SA WG1 to reconfirm the requirement of Fax service in IMS core network. CT1 also ask SA WG1 to clarify the use-case of using Fax service in IMS.
To CT WG3
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly ask the view of CT WG3 on the requirement of CT1 specification to support T.38-based Fax service interworking.
To SA WG4
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly ask SA WG4 whether T.38 for Fax service can be used in IMS core network. If no solution was defined, CT1 kindly ask SA WG4 how to define T.38 codec for Fax service in IMS. CT1 kindly requests SA WG4 specify the using of T.38 codec for Fax service.
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
