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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would kindly like inform SA1 and SA3 that as a consequence of the TSG SA mandate in C1-120052/SP-110891 the stage-2 aspects of PWS in general are now under custody of CT1. CT1 would like to note this for any future need of 3GPP coordination on PWS aspects.
CT1 has studied the SA3 liaison statement on Role and architecture of the CBC and CBE nodes forwarded by SA2 and would like to provide the following answers to questions asked:
- Question A: Should the actual signing of the warning messages be done by the CBE or by the CBC?

From technical point of view, both the CBE or the CBC can be provided with the functionality of signing warning messages. 

-  Question B: On a national level, is there a single CBE or may there be several CBEs sending different types of warning messages?

CT1 understands that there may be several CBE nodes on a national level. Whether there is one or more CBEs seems to depend on the national or regional policies of the government authority or regulator. A single CBE can be shared by several regulators or not.

Please, note that that the possibility of having more than one CBE is already stated in TS 23.041, quote:
