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	The current reference to draft-liess-dispatch-alert-info-urns is out-dated. Draft draft-liess-dispatch-alert-info-urns-01 is now WID in IETF and has been updated in several steps.This reference needs to be corrected to reflect the current version of the Internet Draft.
The main differences between draft versions are:
1. The usage of the SIP Alert-Info header field is changed by additionally allowing its use in all provisional responses to INVITE (except the 100 Trying response).
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3. The alert-indications are hierarchical identifiers separated by colons instead of periods.
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8. The alert-indications for alert-category "service" are modified as follows:

service:normal

Normal ring /ringback rendering (default value) → new
service:call-waiting  Call waiting initiated at the other side of call → unchanged
service:forward   Call has been forwarded → unchanged
service:recall:callback Recall due to callback → modified (old "auto-callback")
service:recall:hold
Recall due to call hold
→ modified (old "hold-recall")
service:recall:transfer Recall due to callback → modified (old "transfer-recall")
service:<private-name>
Reserved for private extensions → new
service:crisis  Crisis alerting indication → removed
With the exception of reference update all these changes are consistent with the existing usage in the specification (i.e. usage of "urn:alert:service:crs" in the initial INVITE) and therefore have no technical impact on 3GPP TS 24.183 itself.
