UE handling of InterSystem Mobility Policy, User preferences and the Local Operating Environment Information

5.5.1
General

A UE not supporting any of IFOM, MAPCON or non-seamless offload capabilities or with all those capabilities disabled can have several sets of information about access technologies or access networks or both to assist in access technology or access network selection or reselection. These sets of information are:

-
the Inter-System Mobility policies. For a UE not supporting any of IFOM, MAPCON or non-seamless offload capabilities or with all those capabilities disabled, the Inter-System Mobility Policy can be statically provided within that UE. Additionally, the Inter-System Mobility Policy can be provided by the H-ANDSF or the               V-ANDSF or both;

-
the Local Operating Environment Information. The Local Operating Environment Information can be optionally generated by the UE locally and the contents of Local Operating Environment Information is implementation dependant; and

-
user preference settings.

The availability of the above sets of information to the UE is optional. This clause describes the relationship amongst these information sets and how they are used in order to select or reselected a new access technology or a new access network.

5.5.2
Access technology or access network selection
When selecting or reselecting an access technology or an access network, a UE not supporting any of IFOM, MAPCON or non-seamless offload capabilities or with all those capabilities disabled, if the UE is configured with the operator policy (InterSystem Mobility Policy) then, the UE shall:

1) Restrict access selection or reselection to the access technologies or to the access networks contained in the <X>/Policy/<X>/PrioritizedAccess node (as defined in TS 24.312) and which are marked as restricted or forbidden access technologies or access networks;
2) Consider the list of access technologies and access networks contained in the <X>/Policy/<X>/PrioritizedAccess node (as defined in 3GPP TS 24.312 [13]) in the order of priority indicated, the highest priority access technology or access network can be used for access selection and reselection procedures;
3) if a new access technology or access network gets available, access technology selection or reselection is attempted to the highest priority target access technology or access network (if available) than the current access technology or access network based on the value contained in the <X>/Policy/<X>/ InterSystem Mobility Control Mode (as defined in 3GPP TS 24.312 [13]) leaf value. If the “InterSystem  Mobility Control Mode” value is:

· Mandatory: the UE shall select the highest ranked access technology or access network according to the operator's list as soon as this access technology or access network becomes available;

· Recommended: the UE should select the highest ranked access technology or access network according to the operator's list as soon as this access technology or access network becomes available and after having taken into account the Local Operating Environment Information;
· Optional: the UE can decide whether or not to select an access technology or an access network based on the User preferences.  The UE can evaluate if selecting the new access technology or access network is possible after having taken into account the Local Operating Environment Information. If the User preferences are not configured, the UE can evaluate the operator's list contained in the <X>/Policy/<X>/PrioritizedAccess node (as defined in 3GPP TS 24.312 [13]).
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
