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	Reason for change:
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	A devices which provides dual-access priority application(s) is actually configured for NAS signalling low priority but additionally to override the NAS signalling low priority configuration for applications that need normal/non-low priority access.
The LS in S2-121911 on dual access priority states there is need for explicit configuration for the operator to allow the UE to override NAS signalling low priority configuration. 
A a new leaf in the NAS MO as well as a new NAS configuraiton parameter in the USIM is being added by other change requests in order to define the operator possibility of configuring UEs to override NAS signalling low priority configuration. 
However, it is missing the part of the handling of the NAS signalling low priority indication in the NAS message when the operator has provisioned the UE so that it is allowed to override the NAS signalling low priority configuration.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	A UE configured to override the NAS signalling low priority configuration shall not indicate NAS signalling low priority indication in the appropriate NAS message in the following cases:

-
the UE is establishing a PDN connection with the low priority indicator set to "MS is not configured for NAS signalling low priority";

-
the UE has a PDN connection established by setting the low priority indicator to "MS is not configured for NAS signalling low priority" and is performing mobility management procedures.

Handling of NAS signalling low priority indication
A UE configured for NAS signalling low priority (see 3GPP TS 24.368 [135], 3GPP TS 31.102 [112]) indicates this by including the Device properties IE in the appropriate NAS message and setting the low priority indicator to "MS is configured for NAS signalling low priority", except for the following cases in which the UE shall set the low priority indicator to "MS is not configured for NAS signalling low priority":
-
the UE is performing an attach for emergency bearer services;
-
the UE has a PDN connection for emergency bearer services established and is performing EPS mobility management procedures, or is establishing a PDN connection for emergency bearer services;
-
the UE configured to override the NAS signalling low priority indicator (see 3GPP TS 24.368 [135], 3GPP TS 31.102 [112]) is establishing a PDN connection with the low priority indicator set to "MS is not configured for NAS signalling low priority";
-
the UE configured to override the NAS signalling low priority indicator (see 3GPP TS 24.368 [135], 3GPP TS 31.102 [112]) has a PDN connection established by setting the low priority indicator to "MS is not configured for NAS signalling low priority" and is performing EPS mobility management procedures;
-
the UE is accessing the network with access class 11 – 15; or

-
the UE is responding to paging.
The network may use the NAS signalling low priority indication for NAS level mobility management congestion control and APN based congestion control.
If the NAS signalling low priority indication is provided in a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message, the MME stores the NAS signalling low priority indication within the default EPS bearer context activated due to the PDN connectivity request procedure.
