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6.1.3.0
General
In Iu or A/Gb mode mode, a MS has knowledge of the maximum number of active PDP contexts. This maximum number may be different for different PLMNs and in different MS implementations. The maximum number is determined by whichever is the lowest of (in priority order):
1)
the system's maximum number, which is specified in 3GPP TS 24.007 [20]; 

2)
the PLMN's maximum number. The MS can determine the PLMN's maximum number as the number of active PDP contexts it has when it receives a rejection with SM cause value #65 "maximum number of PDP contexts reached" to a request for (secondary) PDP context activation. The PLMN's maximum number applies to the PLMN in which the SM cause value is received and in any equivalent PLMN of that PLMN; and
3)
the MS' maximum number, which is MS implementation specific.

The MS shall clear its knowledge of the PLMN's maximum number when the MS is switched off or when the USIM is removed.
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
