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	In SA2#90, the contribution S2-121436 discussed the relationship of PLMN selected in WLAN access authentication and PLMN selected in ePDG selection procedure.
If WLAN access authentication is performed, a PLMN ID selected to construct the ePDG FQDN shall be the same PLMN used for WLAN access authentication procedure. Even if the authentication procedure on SWa interface is omitted, the PLMN ID in the creation of ePDG should be align with the selected PLMN used for the WLAN access. 

Otherwise, the ePDG IP address may not be routable for the WLAN AN. Especially, when the WLAN access authentication procedure is performed in PLMN A, and the ePDG FQDN use PLMN B, it is unreasonable scenario for the WLAN access using different PLMNs simultaneously. 
So it is proposed to reuse the selected PLMN ID in WLAN access network, i.e. the PLMN used in access authentication procedure if needed to construct the ePDG FQDN. If the UE is EPC attach or GPRS attach to the HPLMN or Visited PLMN, this PLMN used for EPC/GPRS attach should not have direct influence on the construction of the ePDG FQDN. 
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	Add the description that the PLMN identity in the creation of ePDG FQDN shall keep align with the selected PLMN used for the WLAN access.
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	The ePDG IP address returned by the DNS query can not be routed by the WLAN access netwrok when using different PLMN ID as the WLAN access network in the creation of ePDG FQDN.

7.2.1
Selection of the ePDG

For dynamic selection of the ePDG the UE shall support the implementation of standard DNS mechanisms in order to retrieve the IP address(es) of the ePDG. The input to the DNS query is an ePDG FQDN as specified in subclause 4.4.3 and in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3]. The ePDG FQDN contains a PLMN ID as Operator Identifier. The UE selects the PLMN ID used in the ePDG FQDN based on the conditions described below.
· 
The UE performs the PLMN selection procedure as specified in subclause 5.2 of 3GPP TS 24.234 [9], and the UE shall include this selected PLMN used for the WLAN access or an equivalent selected PLMN identity in the creation of the ePDG FQDN (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [3]); If the DNS query with FQDN constructed using selected PLMN identity does not return any IP address, then the UE as an implementation option may try again with FQDN constructed using an equivalent selected PLMN.  or
·   In all other cases, the UE behaviour is implementation specific; 











Upon reception of a DNS response containing one or more IP addresses of ePDGs, the UE shall select an IP address of ePDG with the same IP version as its local IP address.

The UE shall select only one ePDG also in case of multiple PDN connections.

NOTE:
During handover between two untrusted non-3GPP access networks, the UE can initiate tunnel establishment to another ePDG while still being attached to the current ePDG.
