When the MSUA intends to subscribe for status information changes of a message account, the MSUA shall generate a SUBSCRIBE request in accordance with RFC 3265 [4] and RFC 3842 [3] and in alignment with the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2]. If the UE receives a 489 (Bad Event) response, the UE determines that the MWI is not supported in the network and the UE shall not re-try the SUBSCRIBE request until de-registration from IMS.
The MSUA will address the SUBSCRIBE request to one of the subscriber's public user identities (see subclause 4.5.1).
The MSUA shall implement the "application/simple-message-summary" content type as described in RFC 3842 [3].
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
