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Introduction

This document is a revised version of the CT1 Terms of Reference. CT Plenary at their last meeting requested updated ToRs for all CT WGs for the upcoming December 2012 Plenary. The current version is a first try to correct several issues and fill some obvious gaps in the description. The CT1 ToR will need further revision during this plenary cycle, delegates are encouraged to bring in related suggestions and material.
This document describes the agreed guidelines for 3GPP TSG-CT WG1 (CT1) work. It is intended to list the agreed meeting practices in CT1 regular meetings and ad-hoc meetings that may be organised by CT1. This should be a living document which can be updated as necessary when new procedures need to be introduced or the existing ones need to be revised.

Main objectives of CT1

To produce and maintain specifications for a  Evolved Packet Core (EPC) and Access Networks to the EPC; 
To produce and maintain specifications for a 2nd and 3rd generation Core Network (2G CN / 3G CN) for Circuit Switched (CS) and Packet Switched (PS/GPRS).

To produce and maintain specifications for the IP Multimedia (IM) Core Network (CN) Subsystem (IMS).

To implement the work items allocated to CT1 in the specifications under its responsibility.


To produce a full, consistent set of specifications under CT1 responsibility by the agreed cut-off date for each release, unless the plenary meetings decide that some other approach will be taken.


To maintain required communication with other 3GPP and non-3GPP standards groups for the purpose of fulfilling the related specificatition work.
Terms of Reference and Scope of CT1

Terms of reference

Working Group CT1 is responsible for the 3GPP specifications that define the User Equipment - Core network L3 radio protocols and Core network side of these protocols. Specifically it has a responsibility for:

· User Equipment - Core network layer 3 radio protocols;

· Management of work items placed under its responsibility.

Scope

The scope of CT1 is the  following:
·

· Mobility Management, Call Control, Session Management, Short Message Service, and Location services L3 signalling between the user equipment and the core network;

· Maintenance of Mobile Radio L3 stage 3 (3GPP TS 24.008, 3GPP TS 24.301);
· Application and extension of SIP, SDP, XCAP as call control and service enabeling protocols for the IMS for all applicable access technologies (3GPP TS 24.229);
· Interaction of SIP related procedure with GPRS / EPS procedures;
· Integration of wireless access protocols to the 3GPP CN;

· Specification and maintenance of access transfer technologies (SRVCC/CSFB);
· Maintenance of EPC and 3G related Machine-to-Machine communication aspects;

· Cell Broadcast System and Public Warning Systems;
· Mobile station remote configuration;
· Applicability and integration of WLAN in 3GPP mobile environment at the radio interface;
· Development and maintenance of MM part of the MS idle mode functionality;
· Development and maintenance of the CN side of the Iu reference point;
· Maintenance of the SGSN-VLR (Gs) interface;
· Core network aspects of the Iu interface;

· Maintenance of Mobile Radio L3 requirements (3GPP TS 24.007);
· 
· Specification and maintenance of an AT command set for the UE;
· Maintenance of Point-to-point Short Message Service (SMS) stage 2 and stage 3 (3GPP TS 23.038, 23.039, 23.040, 23.042 and  24.011);
· Multimedia telephony, supplementary services and advanced services for IMS – stage 2 and stage 3;

· Cell broadcast services (3GPP TS 23.041);
· Application Server architecutre for the IMS – stage 2 (3GPP TS 24.218);
· Signalling for interworking with other networks (e.g. handover and roaming) together with CT3 and CT4;

· Core network signalling between the Core network nodes placed under its responsibility together with CT4.
