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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA2 for the LS on Device Triggering Identification.  

CT1 have investigated alternative means for device trigger identification. Of those SMS parameters that are available also in billing according TS 32.274 only TP-PID was considered  a potential alternative. This parameter can be considered for filtering requirements and satisfies billing requirements. Use of TP-PID would require additional means for routing a Trigger to a specific enablement layer. 
Note that concerns were raised that a newly introduced PID value may not pass filtering functions in networks not upgraded for MTC. Note that, with allocating a new TP-PID value for trigger identification, existing values of TP-PID (such as for message replacement) are not available to  triggering applications.
The option to use a range of Application Port addresses to identify device triggers, which SA2 already considers as an alternative, also can be considered for filtering requirements and satisfies billing requirements It would also allow to route a Trigger to a specific enablement layer.


CT1 have not agreed on a preferred method for trigger identification.
