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Background

The page http://www.3gpp.org/Uniform-Resource-Name-URN-list contains the following note:

NOTE 1: A combination of lower and upper case letters can appear in the URN. This may be useful for reading by humans, but note that parsers do not distinguish between upper and lower case letters within URNs.
The page's title is "Uniform Resource Name (URN) list", and it contains " … tables below list URNs registered by 3GPP. Applications for new entries must be made via email to the …".

Problem

The page also includes a "XML URI Registry".

The page also includes "media feature tags". 

Proposal

This document does not propose new wording such that it is clear the registries on the page also include media feature tags.

This document does propose new wording such that it is clear the registries on the page also include URIs.

Since the set of all possible URIs also includes URNs, it is proposed that the page's title, note 1 and the introductory text are modified to not limit tables on the page to only containing URNs, i.e.:

The page's title should be changed to "Uniform Resource Identifier (URI) list"

The first line of text should be changed to " … tables below list URIs registered by 3GPP. Applications for new entries must be made via email to the …"

Note 1 should be changed to " NOTE 1: A combination of lower and upper case letters can appear in the URI. This may be useful for reading by humans, but note that parsers do not distinguish between upper and lower case letters within URIs."
