The purpose of the UE requested PDN disconnection procedure is for a UE to request disconnection from one PDN. The UE can initiate this procedure to disconnect from any PDN as long as it is connected to at least one other PDN. With this procedure, all EPS bearer contexts established towards this PDN, including the default EPS bearer context, are released.

This is not accurate. All EPS bearer contexts established for this PDN are released only when the procedure is accepted by the network.

Also during collision of UE requested PDN disconnect procedure and network initiated ESM procedures for EPS bearer belonging this PDN, currently it is specified that if the network initiated ESM procedures is EPS bearer context deactivation procedure, the UE shall proceed with both procedures:
When the UE receives a DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message during the PDN disconnect procedure, and the EPS bearer indicated in the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message is a dedicated EPS bearer belonging to the PDN connection the UE wants to disconnect, the UE shall proceed with both procedures.
But if this PDN is being disconnected, all EPS bearers will be released anyway, there is no need to proceed with both procedures. The handling should be to ignore EPS bearer context deactivation procedure and proceed with the PDN disconnect procedure. In fact that is the handling specified when the network initiated ESM procedures are dedicated EPS bearer context activation procedure or EPS bearer context modification procedure:
the UE shall ignore the ACTIVATE DEDICATED EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message and proceed with the PDN disconnect procedure. 
…

the UE shall ignore the MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message and proceed with the PDN disconnect procedure.

Same handling should be applied to collision of UE requested PDN disconnect procedure and EPS bearer context deactivation procedure.

Abnormal cases in the UE

The following abnormal cases can be identified:

a)
Expiry of timer T3492:


On the first expiry of the timer T3492, the UE shall resend the PDN DISCONNECT REQUEST and shall reset and restart timer T3492. This retransmission is repeated four times, i.e. on the fifth expiry of timer T3492, the UE shall abort the procedure, deactivate all EPS bearer contexts for this PDN connection locally without peer-to-peer signalling between the UE and the MME, release the PTI allocated for this invocation and enter the state PROCEDURE TRANSACTION INACTIVE. In order to synchronize EPS bearer contexts status with the MME, on indication of "back to E-UTRAN coverage" from the lower layers, the UE shall send a TRACKING AREA UPDATE REQUEST message that includes the EPS bearer context status IE to the MME.

b)
Collision of UE requested PDN disconnect procedure and dedicated EPS bearer context activation procedure:


When the UE receives an ACTIVATE DEDICATED EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message during the PDN disconnect procedure, and the EPS bearer to be activated belongs to the PDN connection the UE wants to disconnect, the UE shall ignore the ACTIVATE DEDICATED EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message and proceed with the PDN disconnect procedure.
c)
Collision of UE requested PDN disconnect procedure and EPS bearer context modification procedure:


When the UE receives a MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message during the PDN disconnect procedure, and the EPS bearer to be modified belongs to the PDN connection the UE wants to disconnect, the UE shall ignore the MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message and proceed with the PDN disconnect procedure.

d)
Collision of UE requested PDN disconnect procedure and EPS bearer context deactivation procedure:

When the UE receives a DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message during the PDN disconnect procedure, and the EPS bearer indicated in the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message is a dedicated EPS bearer belonging to the PDN connection the UE wants to disconnect, the UE shall ignore the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message and proceed with the PDN disconnect procedure.
