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1. Motivation
Whenever calling party made a call to called party, called party could not understand severity or importance of the incoming call of calling party. 
In this situation, called party may avoids or ends the incoming emergency call since called party is busy with attending meetings, driving or roaming. The motivation of the proposing idea is to avoid this situation, let the called party to know the importance of the incoming call and attend the call in respect of importance.
2. Proposal
Add Calling User Importance Status (CUIS) information element with call setup message during CC procedure.
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UE can add an information element with existing MO call SETUP MESSAGE and send to network
1. Low importance

2. High Importance

3. Emergency
Then network add this status IE information with MT CALL SETUP MESSAGE and send to UE in MT side,
If UE receives a CALL SETUP MESSAGE with this status IE Importance Status presentation, UE can pop up Incoming call Alerting with Importance Status to let End user know the severity of call.
