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1. Overall Description:

SA WG2 has discussed and technically endorsed the attached CRs. However, concerns were raised that the CRs would impact already deployed UEs. SA2 consequently request feedback from CT1 whether the attached CRs are acceptable from a UE perspective.
SA2 intends to further discuss issues with co-existence of network and UE-initiated TFT packet filter operations to assess whether further restrictions are required. 
One scenario discussed is where the network creates an additional PDP context (for a PDN connection which already has an existing PDP context without any TFT) with uplink and downlink packet filters, and the UE subsequently adds only downlink filters to the additional PDP context. If the network then removes the packet filters previously added, there would be two PDP contexts without uplink packet filters. 

Another scenario discussed is where all existing PDP contexts have a TFT with uplink packet filter(s) and the UE subsequently tries to activate another PDP context with a TFT containing only downlink packet filters. The network would need to interpret this as a request for a PDP context which can be used for any uplink traffic and thus needs to provide an appropriate PCC rule with a match-all service data flow filter to enable the transfer of such traffic by the PGW/GGSN.
